2012 Speech Theme: Year of the Dragon
Eligibility: Students currently enrolled in a Chinese program in any K12 school or Chinese weekend school are eligible. All contestants must be recommended by their respective Chinese language teacher. Each teacher may recommend up to two students. Alternates will be accepted if the category is not full. 
Contestants will be accepted on a first come-first served basis. Up to six contestants will be accepted in each category.  If a category has fewer than six contestants, additional contestants may be allowed in other categories.

All speeches should be memorized and delivered in Mandarin Chinese without notes, printed materials, or Powerpoint. 

The contestant should compose his or her original speech. Speeches may quote other’s works but the majority of the work should be original. The contestant’s teacher may check the accuracy of the speech and modify it according to the contestant’s training. 

The speech time limits are two minutes, three minutes, and four minutes for Division I, II, and III, respectively. A penalty will be imposed if the speech exceeds the time limit. 

It is the responsibility of the contestant’s teacher to place each student in the most appropriate category commensurate with the student’s training.  The organizing committee, however, reserves the right to disqualify a contestant who provides false background and training information. 

Categories:

Division I: Grades 1-5


a. students who have fewer than three years of Chinese language study


b. students who have had more than three years of Chinese language study or are heritage speakers*

Division II: Grades 6-8


a. students who have had fewer than three years of Chinese language study


b. students who have had more than three years of Chinese language study or are heritage speakers*

Division III: Grades 9-12


a. students who are enrolled in high school Chinese 1 or 2


b. students who are enrolled in high school Chinese 3 or 4


c. heritage speakers currently enrolled in high school Chinese classes*

*Heritage speakers are those whose home language is Mandarin Chinese or who live in an environment where Chinese is spoken.
